Perseverance/manawaroa helps us to achieve. The strong 
feeling we get when we work through the tough bits to 
achieve is the reward for showing our ability to persevere. 
There is nothing quite like the satisfaction of keeping on 
working when we feel that it is ‘too hard’ or we want to give 
up, and then achieving our goal.  
 

Often our young people do not have the courage or the   
encouragement to keep on trying a bit longer… and do not 
experience this satisfaction. Building students experiences of 
manawaroa and of working hard to get through issues or to 

solve problems is something we owe them. As adults if we ’do it for them’ or try to protect 
them from this hard work, then we are doing our children a great dis-service. They need to 
experience holding on a bit longer and getting there - to experience the satisfaction resulting 
from their hard work to achieve.  
 

Please continue to encourage your child/ren to persevere through hard issues and to keep  

trying until they solve problems - even when it may be hard work or they feel like giving up. 

By doing this you are helping them develop perseverance which helps them to become 

more resilient, more successful and more able to cope with life’s challenges.

Make sun protection a life-long habit, starting as young as 

possible, to reduce your risk. In New Zealand from September to April, 

even on cooler and/ or cloudy days, UV radiation levels can be high 

enough to cause sunburn. Reduce your risk by using the slip, slop, 

slap, and wrap steps recommended to protect your skin and eyes.
