A reminder that this year our annual 
whole school evacuation practise is 
taking place on Friday 28 October. 
 

Each year the school undertakes this 
practise drill so that  we are prepared 
and everyone knows what to do in the 
case of a real emergency.  

 

Evacuation and emergency procedures are reviewed following this 
practise to make any improvements that are required for future 
evacuations. 

Remember that everyone needs to wear a sunhat when they are out-

side during Terms 1 and 4 at Bellevue School - even on cloudy days. 

We also encourage children to wear sunblock and sunglasses to pro-

tect themselves from harmful UV rays during these summer months. 

This message comes from our Regional Health Nurse:- 

Be Sun Smart -  slip, slop, slap and wrap 

Research has shown that too much UV radiation causes sunburn, 

which can lead to skin damage (including skin cancer) and eye        

damage. Make sun protection a life-long habit, starting as young as 

possible, to reduce your risk. In New Zealand from September to April, 

even on cooler and/ or cloudy days, UV radiation levels can be high 

enough to cause sunburn. Reduce your risk by using the slip, slop, 

slap, and wrap steps recommended to protect your skin and eyes.

Annual Emergency Evacuation 

Stomach Bugs 

There seems to be some nasty bugs going around with a                 

number of children affected with stomach bugs.  Here is some advice 

from the Regional Public Health: 

Stomach bugs cause stomach cramps, vomiting, stomach pain and 

diarrhoea and can last up to 10 days.  

If your child has a stomach bug: 

 Even if your child can’t hold anything down try to give them 

something to drink.  It is important to keep them hydrated 

 When your child does feel like eating give them                  

something plain such as bread or toast 

 Keep them at home for at least two days after the                

vomiting and diarrhoea has stopped.  This will stop the bug 

spreading 

 Prevent the spread of bugs by washing your hands after   

cleaning up after vomit and diarrhoea, handling food and   

before eating or drinking.  Wash your sick children’s dirty 

clothes, sheets and towels separately in hot water 

 If you are worried about your child’s 

condition seek medical attention
