Regular attendance at school is one very important thing that assists your child/ren’s learning 
and achievement, along with student engagement and effective teaching. Please help your 
child to be at school between 8:30am - 9:00am every day so that they can greet their teacher, 
meet others and prepare for their day of learning. The reason the school encourages students 
to be here ready to start class at 9:00am every day that they are well, is that non-attendance 
or late arrival impacts on their ability to connect with others and be actively involved in their 
learning.  It is also a legal requirement. The Education Act 1989 states  that every student in a         
registered school shall attend the school whenever it is open (Section 25). The school is also 
required to ask you for explanations for any absences, and proof of medical appointments. 
Please remember that every day counts - every day at school matters for your child.  
 

Thank you to those parents/whānau/families who have already sent back the short feedback 
sheet to assist us with a review of how our written reporting and Three Way Conferences are 
working for you. A hard copy of this sheet will also come home to you with your child’s goal 
sheets next Wednesday (ie: 25 August) - so the date for return has been extended to the 
following Friday (ie: 26 August). We welcome your ideas for further developing our partnership 
with you to improve your child’s learning progress.

We are hoping it will be on a Wednesday evening early in September, 
but will let you know as soon as our Police Education Officer has    
confirmed a date with us. 



A reminder that this year our annual 
whole school evacuation practise is 
taking place on Friday 28 October. 
 

Each year the school undertakes this 
practise drill so that  we are prepared 
and everyone knows what to do in the 
case of a real emergency.  

 

Evacuation and emergency procedures are reviewed following this 
practise to make any improvements that are required for future 
evacuations. 

Remember that everyone needs to wear a sunhat when they are out-

side during Terms 1 and 4 at Bellevue School - even on cloudy days. 

We also encourage children to wear sunblock and sunglasses to pro-

tect themselves from harmful UV rays during these summer months. 

This message comes from our Regional Health Nurse:- 

Be Sun Smart -  slip, slop, slap and wrap 

Research has shown that too much UV radiation causes sunburn, 

which can lead to skin damage (including skin cancer) and eye        

damage. Make sun protection a life-long habit, starting as young as 

possible, to reduce your risk. In New Zealand from September to April, 

even on cooler and/ or cloudy days, UV radiation levels can be high 

enough to cause sunburn. Reduce your risk by using the slip, slop, 

slap, and wrap steps recommended to protect your skin and eyes.
