When talking with your child/ren about maia or confidence, please remind them of some tips

that will help them to meet challenges with confidence. It really helps to have an open
mind-set ie: - knowing that we are not born ‘smart’ but can learn new things and cope with
new challenges by making efforts to do this. The fact is that everyone is going to fail
sometimes, everyone makes mistakes and not everything is easy all the time. So it is really
important that we have a few things we might do or try to help us to be confident and gain
confidence.

Some tips to help us feel more confident

1. Try a quick fix eg: - picture what success looks like, put on some strong music or strike a
powerful pose, give ourselves a pep talk (positive talk about being able to do this)

2. Believe in ourselves and our ability to improve what we can do (ie: our growth mind-set)

3. Accept we make mistakes - so practice ‘failure’. Try doing
difficult things, using different strategies, ask for advice and
most of all persevere.
